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 Brief 2009

Primary School Enrolment in 2009

· There are 8.4 million children enrolled in primary school, up from 7.5 million in the 2005 and 4.4 million in 2000. Since primary education was made free (from 2001), an extra 4 million children now have access to education. 
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· The net enrolment rate (NER) for primary education is 95.9% (meaning that 95.9% of children aged 7 to 13 are enrolled in primary school), down from 97.2% in 2008 - it has now been 95% or over since 2005. In 2000 it was 59%. 

· Though there has been a slight drop in NER in the last year, this does in fact represent an increase of 30,000 children in primary education (this is possible because the number of children age 7-13 in Tanzania is also growing).


Millennium Development Goal 2: Achieve Universal Primary Education. Indicator 2.1 NER - Already Achieved

· Net enrolment rates are above 90% in almost all regions, including those which lagged behind in recent years; the exception is Tabora which had an 88% NER in 2009, but this represents an increase from 80% in 2006, and 68% in 2004.

· It should be noted, however that evidence from household surveys is somewhat conflicting. The 2007 Household Budget Survey (HBS)
 asked households whether their children are ‘in school’. The survey showed that 84 percent of children of the appropriate age are in primary education, a lower figure than the official enrolment figures given in BEST (which was 97% in the same year). However both sources agree there has been a substantial increase in enrolments since 2000/01. 
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· The 2007 HBS shows that the proportion of children in school varies by income quintile and by whether a household is rural or urban. However it also shows that the gaps have narrowed since education became free. In 2000/01 the proportion of children in school ranged from 47% in the poorest quintile to 72% in the highest quintile, and was 56% in rural areas compared to 71% in Dar Es Salaam and other urban areas. In 2007 the rate ranged from 78% in the lowest quintile to 91% in the highest, with 82% of children in rural areas being in primary school, compared to 91% in urban areas.
 

· According to BEST data, 76% of those who enter primary school are aged 7 or under – the correct age to start standard 1. This percentage has been maintained since 2006. In 2000, only 20% were the correct age in standard 1. 
· The index of female to male enrolment rates is 1.00, and has been consistently within 2 percentage points of 1.00 since at least 1995 across all regions of Tanzania, indicating there is no disparity between enrolment of girls and of boys.


Millennium Development Goal 3, Target 4: Eliminate gender disparity in primary and secondary education: Already Achieved for primary education
· However around 332,000 children aged 7 to 13 are not enrolled in school in 2009.

· Primary school drop-out rates are similar to previous years. On average 3.7% of children in each grade dropped out during the 2008 school year. Between 2000 and 2001 the rate was 5.5%.
· An average of 2.5% of pupils from each school year in 2008, enrolled to repeat the same year in 2009. This has fallen from recent years, as the rate has been around 5% since at least 2005/06.
· The proportion of children who attend primary school who have a disability is 0.32%. According to the 2008 Tanzania Disability Survey
, only four out of 10 disabled children aged 7 to 13 were attending school. In addition, less than two percent of those children reported attending special schools. Sixteen percent of disabled children reported that they were refused entry into educational systems.
Quality of Primary Education in 2009
· There are 15,700 primary schools – 1000 more than in 2006, and 4000 more than in 2000.

· There are more than 157,000 primary teachers, 2,200 more than in 2008 and an increase of more than 40% since 2000.

· It is evident that the number of pupils has increased much more rapidly than the number of teachers. The teacher/pupil ratio in primary schools is now 1:54, compared to 1:41 in 2000 (the target is for less than 45 pupils per teacher), meaning that each teacher has to manage one third more pupils than they did before education became free. 

· Tanzanian teachers have larger class sizes than the Sub-Saharan average and twice the global average (Sub Saharan Africa average in 2005 was 1:45; global average was 1:25, in Tanzania in 2005 the figure was 1:56
).

· Teacher/pupil ratios vary considerably across regions. In Kilimanjaro there are 36 pupils for every teacher, whereas 6 regions have more than 60 pupils for every teacher, including Shinyanga, where there are 71 pupils for every teacher.

· Standard 4 exam pass rates have fallen since 2005. The number of pupils taking the exam has fallen since 2005, and the number failing the exam has increased, but there has been a slight recovery compared to 2007.
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· The first cohorts of pupils who started their education in standard 1 when education became free took their standard 7 exams in 2007 and 2008.  These children have seen lower pass rates than previous cohorts. In 2007, 54% passed down from 71% the previous year. In 2008 over a million students took the exam and, although just 52% passed, this did in fact represent the greatest number of pupils passing the exam since it was introduced.
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·  There is a gap between the performance of girls and boys: 46% of girls passed the primary school leaving exam compared with 60% of boys. This represents a slight reduction in the gap since 2008, however, when 45% of girls passed compared with 63% of boys.

· Examination pass rates very considerably between the different regions of Tanzania. Pass rates for Standard IV exams in 2008 varied from 70% in Morogoro to 97% in Dar Es Salaam and Dodoma. Pass rates for Standard VII leavers exams ranged from 34% in Shinyanga to 74% in Dar es Salaam.

Enrolment in Secondary School in Tanzania in 2009
· In 2009, around 52% of those who left primary school in 2008 went on to start secondary school. This percentage has risen rapidly since 2002, it was only 22% in 2000. However it peaked in 2006 at around 68% and has seen a downturn in the last two years.

· There has been a rapid rise in secondary school enrolment in the last few years; within three years the number of pupils enrolled in secondary school has more than doubled. There are 1,466,000 pupils enrolled in secondary school, up from 1,220,000 in 2008 and 260,000 in 2000.

· However enrolment is still low compared to primary schooling, and the different between males and females more marked.
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· The gross enrolment rate in forms 1 to 4 is 44% - up from 20% in 2006 and 10% in 2002. The index of girls to boys based on gross enrolment ratios is 82%.

· Enrolment rates are much lower for forms 5 and 6; with gross enrolment at 4.4%. The index of girls to boys is 69%: boys significantly outnumber girls at this level, although the gap is closing - in 2008 it was 57%.

Quality of Secondary Education in 2009

· The teacher/pupil ratio in secondary schools has risen quickly over the past few years, especially in government schools. In 2009 the overall ratio was 1:43, it was 1:49 in government schools and 1:23 in non-government schools. Between 2000 and 2005, the ratio was relatively steady at between 1:20 and 1:23, and up until 2004, there was no difference between government and non-government schools.

· There are 4,102 secondary schools – 300 more than the previous year and 4 times as many as in 2000.

· Form 2 exam pass rates had improved in recent years, from 76% for boys and 57% for girls in 2004, to 95% for boys and 89% for girls in 2007. The number of pupils taking the exam has more than doubled over the same period. However, in 2008 the Form 2 exam pass rate dropped to 72% for boys and 65% for girls. The number of pupils taking the exam rose from 280,000 in 2007 to 415,000 in 2008. But only around the same number of pupils passed in both years.

· Form 4 exam pass rates remained steady from 2002-2007 at around 90%, with a slight decrease to 84% in 2008. The number of pupils taking the exams in 2007 was 164,000, up from 125,000 in the previous year, and almost twice the number taking the exam in 2006.

· However, Form 6 exam pass rates have seen a slight decline from 97-98% between 2001 and 2006, to 93% in 2007 and 2008. This rose again in 2009 to 95%. The proportion of pupils getting the top grades (Divisions I and II) has fallen to 35% from a peak of almost 60% in 2004.

Summary





Much progress has been made in primary school enrolment since education was made free in 2001. In terms of headline MDG indicators, Tanzania has already achieved the education targets relating to primary education enrolment and gender equality.





However underlying these headlines, there are a number of key concerns. 





At primary level, class sizes are large, and pass rates of key exams have started to fall in recent years. 





Enrolment in secondary school is increasing but remains low, especially at the higher grades, and boys outnumber girls in these final years.





Pass rates of key secondary school exams seen a drop in the last year, and class sizes here are increasing too.
